SURGICAL OBJECTIVES

The objective of this procedure is to access structures on the anterior aspect of the knee. This approach is commonly used to access
fractures, for open repair of ligaments as well as for a total knee replacement.

APPROACHES
Non-surgical treatment

Casting can be opted with undisplaced or minimally displaced fractures, medically unfit patients or comorbidities that interfere with a
good surgical outcome. It can also be placed temporarily prior to surgery. A relative contraindication for surgical treatment is if a
previous lateral parapatellar arthrotomy has been carried out.

Open vs arthroscopic approach

In the last decade the significant advances have been made in the arthroscopic approach. A total knee replacement can now be carried
out through both approaches. The main benefit of the open approach is better visualization, in particular of the distal femur, an
important site for the positioning of implants and for fracture reconstruction. Benefits of arthroscopy are: less damage to knee
ligaments and tendons, less suprapatellar pouch scarring as well as a smaller scar. The choice of which approach to use should be
based on the surgeon's experience and preference, as well as the patient's choice. Currently the arthroscopic approach is preferred for
