With ofttargeted speed camera set to return, police are tightlipped

about the search for vandal

The speed camera on Parkside Drive has
been cut down six times since last
November.

The Parkside Drive speed camera will
soon be back monitoring traffic, but
it remains unclear whether police are
any closer to catching the vandal or
vandals who have repeatedly
chopped it down.

Surrounding one of Toronto's most-
watched serial offences are questions
about whether the authorities are
closing in on suspects, whether
they've obtained security footage of
the vandals, and as the camera is
reinstalled whether they'll be able to
protect it this time round.

The camera, located on the eastern
edge of High Park, is the city's most
prolific, having issued over 70,000
tickets and more than $8 million in
fines since it was installed in April
2022. 1t has also become a preferred
target — it's been chopped down six
times since last November.

One in seven Ontario residents
who have tested positive for

COVID-19 are health-care
workers, a rate that is steadily
rising, provincial data reveals.

That puts Ontario at one of
the highest rates of health-
care worker infection world-
wide. As of Tuesday, almost 14
per cent (2,144) of Ontario’s
15,381 confirmed cases are
nurses, personal support
workers, doctors and other
healthcare workers.

“We don’t have enough per-
sonal protective equipment,”
said Michael Hurley, first
vice-president of the Cana-
dian

Union of Public Employees in
Ontario, which represents
registered practical nurses,
personal support workers,
hospital cleaners and other
health-care workers.

He said the growing number

of healthcare workers infected
is a sign that there are not
enough N95 masks and proper
gowns in the workplace, and
that infection protocols in
some areas are lagging, par-
ticularly as scientific studies
are suggesting that in some
circumstances the virus could
be airborne.

“The SARS Commission
taught us to err on the side of
caution,” said Hurley, refer-

ring to Justice Archie Camp-
bell’s report on the outbreak
in the early 2000s.

A provincial spokesperson
said Ontario is working hard
to provide proper equipment.
